


candle-making. At Le Hameau-Le Paysan (uphill
from the town of Voiron, which, by the way, also
hosts the Chartreuse distillery and the Bonnat
chocolat factory) visitors can try their hand at
milking. And, after every visit, there is the goiiter—
a generous spread of home-made goodies from
the kitchens of the hosts.

Forty-two farms carry the ADAYG seal of
approval, a green-and-white sign proclaiming ‘L’Y
Grenoblois’. To earn this, a farm must offer fresh,
seasonal produce grown on the premises, farm in
an environmentally low-impact manner (many of
the farms in the programme are organic), and
have demonstrated adherence to quality-control
regulations. The ADAYG publishes a complete list
of these farms, including whether produce is
available for purchase at the farm itself, and at
which of the many open-air markets each farmer
can be found during the week. There’s also a list of
the annual festivals and fairs at which LY
Grenoblois farmers can be found with their arrays
of fresh foodstuffs. The initiative has been so well
received by farmers and resident that Toulouse,
Rennes, Le Mans, and Aubagne are flatteringly
copying it.

Only six of the L'Y Grenoblois farms offer the
Visites et Goiters a la Ferme, though. Madame
Nadine Veyret Lotito at ADAYG explained the
requirements for a farm to participate in the
hands-on programme. “These particular farmers
really like people,” she said with a smile. “They
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A Welcome in the Hillside
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love what they do, they love their farms, and they
love to show them off and explain farm life. They
particularly love it when parents bring their
children.” These six farmers hosted approximately
8,000 adults and children last year.

Almost all of the ‘Grenoble Y’ farms welcome
visitors, though. Some of the farmers speak a little
English. Many sell their products—patés, jam,
walnuts and walnut oil, flowers, plants, honey,
baked goods, lemonades, wines, vegetables, fruits,
cheese, milk, eggs, poultry, and meats—directly at
the farm.

The spectacular view from the farmyard in front
of the tile-roofed farm buildings at la ferme de
Savoyeres is breathtaking in any language. So, too,
are the treats Mme Champurney offers. From up
here, the traffic, noise and heat of the city are
invisible and inaudible. The soft bleats of the ewes
and occasional squawk from a hen or duck are the
proper music for an experience scented by sun-
warmed elder blossoms and baking bread. The
visitors with their wrapped, warm loaves of bread
head back down the mountain towards the city,
just a 20-minute drive and a century away. @
